Internship, practicum, or field placement which focused on service to the adult population.

At least 1000 hours of the post-degree 2000 hours must have been related to services with the adult population.

Geriatric:  To be applicable, the elderly must comprise at least 25% of the service provider’s caseload.

In addition to the above training requirements, the service provider must have class work related to family dynamics, marriage and family counseling, death, grief and dying, end-of-life issues, the biology and physiology of aging, geriatric related disorders, syndromes and pathologies (i.e., dementia), the social impact of aging and appropriate treatment techniques.

Internship, practicum, or field placement which focused on service to the geriatric population.
•
At least 1000 hours of the post-degree 2000 hours must have been related to services with the geriatric population.
